The Green Cross Hungarian Association with the Green Energy and Youth Department has a joint project for the European Széchenyi Bio-Solar Training Ship called EU YOUTH ECOFLOTTA project. It is our hope that within the Green Cross International in the Renewable Energy program can fit the Green Cross Hungarian EU YOUTH ECOFLOTTA project idea initiative.

EU YOUTH ECOFLOTTA project idea’s shipping history: in 1867 on the Paris World's Fair the 6 horsepower steam engine “Mermaid” houseboat by Széchenyi Ödön won a gold medal. This boat was the first to pass the Pest - Paris 2100 km long Trans-European cruise. Captain's Log Book: A DIARY by count Ödön Széchenyi Deseribing His Boat Journey from Pest to Paris trough the Danube, the Ludwig Canal, the Main, the Rhine, the French Canal System, the Marne and the Seine, on Board of the Steamboat „HABLEÁNY” Pest, 1867.

The Green Cross Hungarian Association gave its public opinion in 2012 about the EU YOUTH ECOFLOTTA shipping strategy. As a non-profit organization our goal does not include ship building activity. However our aim is to start building of 150 Széchenyi Bio-Solar Training Ships until 2017. On June 13th 2013 we sent our initiative to Budapest Chamber of Industry and Commerce in connection with the building of 150 EU YOUTH ECOFLOTTA training ship to be registered in the InnoPortfolio Innovation Database.
